EPHESIANS 2

because of our sins, He gave us life when He raised Christ from the dead. ¢God raised us
up and seated us in the heavens with Christ Jesus.
¥ That is why you are no longer foreigners and outsiders but citizens together with
God’s people and members of God’s family.

PROMISE

Life groups walk through life
together and serve as one with purpose. Life is too hard to do alone, and too short
to waste.
